
   

 

Often we find ourselves thinking that 
our problems are too large for what 
one individual can handle. When we 
think that way we ignore two VERY 
big realitiesðthe ability of God to 
work miracles and the work of the 
Holy Spirit in our lives.  

 

I received this email which is vivid re-
minder that one person, working faithfully can 
make a difference: 

 

THE DAFFODIL PRINCIPLE : 

Several times my daughter had telephoned to 
say, ñMother, you must come to see the daffo-
dils before they are over.ò 
 
I wanted to go, but it was a two-hour drive from 
Laguna to Lake Arrowhead. ñI will come next 
Tuesday,ò I promised a little reluctantly on her 
third call. 

 

Next Tuesday dawned cold and rainy. Still, I 
had promised, and reluctantly I drove there. 
When I finally walked into Carolyn's house I 
was welcomed by the joyful sounds of happy 
children. I delightedly hugged and greeted my 
grandchildren. 

 

ñForget the daffodils, Carolyn! The road is in-
visible in these clouds and fog, and there is 
nothing in the world except you and these chil-

dren that I want to see badly enough to 
drive another inch!ò 

My daughter smiled calmly and said, 
ñWe drive in this all the time, Mother.ò 

ñWell, you won't get me back on the 
road until it clears, and then I'm head-
ing for home!ò I assured her. 

ñBut first we're going to see the daffo-
dils. It's just a few blocks,ò Carolyn 
said. ñI'll drive. I'm used to this.ò 

ñCarolyn,ò I said sternly, ñPlease turn around.ò 

ñIt's all right, Mother, I promise. You will never 
forgive yourself if you miss this experience.ò 

 

After about twenty minutes, we turned onto a 
small gravel road and I saw a small church. On 
the far side of the church, I saw a hand lettered 
sign with an arrow that read, 'Daffodil Garden.' 
We got out of the car, each took a child's hand, 
and I followed Carolyn down the path. Then, as 
we turned a corner, I looked up and gasped. Be-
fore me lay the most glorious sight. 

 

It looked as though someone had taken a great 
vat of gold and poured it over the mountain and 
its surrounding slopes. The flowers were planted 
in majestic, swirling patterns, great ribbons and 
swaths of deep orange, creamy white, lemon 
yellow, salmon pink, and saffron and butter yel-
low. Each different colored variety was planted  
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Session voted March 3, 2008 to approve the 
Susan McAndrew Memorial Pavilion Fund. The 
fund was created with initial donations of $3921. 

 

The trustees in conjunction with session will cre-
ate specifications for the pavilion and obtain 
bids this spring. The bids will give us a ballpark 
of funding necessary for construction. Funding 
for the pavilion is limited to: memorial donations 
made specifically to the SMMP Fund, grant op-
portunities and fundraising specifically approved 
by session. The funds designated for this pur-
pose will be placed in an investment account  
and held pending an approval for construction. 
At no time will general funds or current endow-
ment funds be utilized for construction of the 
pavilion. In addition, this fund is a session des-
ignated fund and can be re-designated should 
future circumstances warrant such an action. If 
the project is not completed at the end of 2011, 
the designated fund will be reviewed for further 
consideration. Because this  is a fund desig-
nated by session, it is within the boundaries of 
their authority to continue the fund as stated or 
to utilize the funds for other projects (after 2011) 
if circumstances warrant. 

 

Please note that approval was given for the 
fund only. Another affirmative vote by session is 
necessary prior to construction, and this matter 
will not be voted on again until the necessary 
funding is available. 

 

This project is for a simple pavilion with electric-
ity and will be utilized for church functions 
ONLY in much the same manner we currently 
utilize the fellowship hall. Church members can 
request to use the facility but it will NOT be 
available for outside use. As a result of these 
parameters, there will be no increase in the cost 
of insurance. 

 

Please know that session has considered the 
matter carefully and feels the funds donated for 
Susan's memorial fund should be utilized in a 

manner which best reflects Christ's mission for 
the church as seen through Susan's eyes. 

 

Presbytery Grants:  

Session submitted an application for a $1,000 
enhancement grant and received notification 
that the grant was approved. The money will be 
used to purpose a video projector which en-
ables us to utilize powerpoint presentations and 
creates the possibility of viewing movies on a 
large screen for multi-generational movie nights.  

 

A second application was submitted to presby-
tery requesting aid in establishing a Children in 
Worship program during Sunday morning wor-
ship for children age 3 through third grade. 
Youôll want to watch for more news on this excit-
ing ministry.

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The Daffodil Principle é continued from page 1 
in large groups so that it swirled and flowed 
like its own river with its own unique hue. 
ñWho did this?ò I asked Carolyn. ñJust one 
woman,ò Carolyn answered. ñShe lives on the 
property. That's her home.ò Carolyn pointed to 
a well-kept A-frame house, small and mod-
estly sitting in the midst of all that glory. We 
walked up to the house. 

 

On the patio, we saw a poster. ñAnswers to 
the Questions I Know You Are Asking,ò was 
the headline. The first answer was a simple 
one. '50,000 bulbs,' it read. The second an-
swer was, 'One at a time, by one woman. Two 
hands, two feet, and one brain.' The third an-
swer was, 'Began in 1958.' 

 

For me, that moment was a life-changing ex-
perience. I thought of this woman whom I had 
never met, who, more than forty years before, 
had begun, one bulb at a time, to bring her vi-
sion of beauty and joy to an obscure moun-
taintop. Planting one bulb at a time, year after 
year, this unknown woman had forever 
changed the world in which she lived. One day 
at a time, she had created something of ex-
traordinary magnificence, beauty, and inspira-
tion. The principle her daffodil garden taught is 
one of the greatest principles of living:That is, 
learning to move toward our goals and desires 
one step at a time--often just one baby-step at 
time--and learning to love the doing, learning 
to use the accumulation of time. When we 
multiply tiny pieces of time with small incre-
ments of daily effort, we, too, will find we can 
accomplish magnificent things. We can 
change the world 

 

ñIt makes me sad in a way,ò I admitted to 
Carolyn. ñWhat might I have accomplished if I 
had thought of a wonderful goal thirty-five or 
forty years ago and had worked away at it 'one 
bulb at a time' through all those years? Just 
think what I might have been able to achieve!ò 

My daughter summed up the message of the  

of the day in her usual direct way. ñStart to-

morrow,ò she 
said. 

 

She was right. 
It's so pointless 
to think of the 
lost hours of 
yesterdays. The 
way to make 
learning a les-
son of celebra-
tion instead of a 
cause for regret is to only ask, ñHow can I put 
this to use today?ò 

 

Each of us has God given skills and dreams. 
The potential to change the world is always 
there when we seek to be faithful to Godôs will

Dear Brothers and Sisters in 

Christ: We greet you all in the 

mighty name of Our Lord Je-

sus Christ. We are most grate-

ful to God to have given us 

you our brethren as partners 

of our Church. Frankly, we are 

determined to cement this 

spiritual partnership that co-

exists between us. 

 

When Rev. Kay Day broke the 

news about our partnership, 

the whole congregation re-

ceived the message with pan-

demonium of excitement. Mi-

raculously we are all one in 

Christ service. In addition, we 

are all dumbfounded with the 

valuable gifts (plate and cup) 

you sent to us through Nora 

Goetz. May God bless you for 

that. We donôt have words 

which can express our appre-

ciation. You are in our hearts. 

We have been delighted with 

your desire to know the way 

we are serving Christ here, 

also that you would like to co-

ordinate a mission trip to the 

warm heart of Africa Malawi 

early of 2009. We are looking 

forward to your trip and it is 

our prayer that God will grant 

you your heartôs desire and he 

will make all your plan suc-

ceed. 

 

Some of the activities which 

take place here are as follows:

As a church we are embarking 

on the following projects, ac-

cording to our strategic plans: 

So far we have started build-

ing manse with five bedrooms 

with three rooms self-

contained. We have just bed 

for the foundation of the 

church. Continuation of build-

ing the church will resume 

upon completion of the manse, 

which has taken us over three 

years. Please pray for us so 

that we should finish building 

the manse now. Meanwhile we 

are using a community church 

which  is shared with three dif-

ferent denominations, which 

are: ourselves, Bible Faith 

Ministries and Roman Catho-

lic. We realize our projects 

through self-help, for instance 

on April 6, 2008 we have what 

we call Paper Sunday where 

we ask our Christians to do-

nate generously. The target is 

K500,000 equivalent to $3,521 

and it is done every three 

months.

Kanjerwa has just applied to 

be among the delegates who 

will be visiting your presbytery 

this fall in the month of Sep-

tember. WE pray and hope 

that he will pass the interviews 

so that he should represent us 

there.
